	Objectives:
	At the end of this lesson students will be able to:

	Starter:
	I will start the lesson by asking questions. Firstly asking about zoo like “Have you ever been in a ZOO?”, “Which animals did you see over there?”.

After the question part, I will continue with an analogy. There is a staff in a zoo and he needs help from us to classify an arrange animals. Then I will show them some bookshelf pictures to visualize how to organize animals in a table.

Then I will show them an example activity with creating a table. Before they start activity I will give them a picture list which includes too many animals to visualize them. They will be aware of that list while preparing their work. Then I will let them to prepare their text document. (15 minutes)



	Main Activities

	Demonstration: 

I will open a blank text document and I will show sample activity to students. During the demonstration I will explain how to create tables (column and row numbers), how to write inside table, and how to change row and column colors. At the end of demonstration part,I will make some explanation about worksheet paper. (7 minutes)

Students’ Practical Work: 

      Activity1:

I want students to create their own documents by using Open Office Writer Program. I want them to create a table and write animals&features according to worksheet paper. The table will have maximum 10 rows and 3 columns because of their level.10 rows for each animals and 3 columns for their features.(12 minutes)

Activity2:

If the students have enough time, they will change the color of rows in the table.

Summary: 

At the end of the lesson, I will summarize the lesson with asking small questions to students.
